The High Time Experience

(The making of a television series on a very tight budget)

Some 20 years ago | produced and directed a daily one hour morning Lifestyle Program called Morning Gossip,
which was shown on Brisbane’s Channel 7. It ran for a very successful season and was fully sponsored by major cor-
porate such as Woolworths, Queensland Newspapers, the Myer Centre and others. After this series, Channel 7
wanted me to produce a second series, but rising costs prohibited the continuation of the series.

Being a glutton for punishment | recently decided to produce another series. It was fortuitous, as | had recently met
Colin Tretheway, who impressed me with his camera and editing skills. | realised that these qualities would be vital
if | was to produce a reasonable product. | discussed a lifestyle series with Colin, who indicated that he would be
interested in participating.

Around this time | wrote a concept for High Time, the series and ap-
proached Digital 31 program management, who subsequently
agreed to air the series, provided that | was able to have it spon-
sored. Thus | approached potential sponsors, largely in the Redcliffe
area. These were good but shrewd business people, who whilst anx-
ious to support the project, needed to be convinced that there
would be a return on their investment. Of the nine sponsors that |

approached with written proposals, eight accepted and the only one

who didn’t, wanted to, but corporate advertising precluded him Producer, Richard Lancaster and Presenter, Reiyan de Jong

from doing so. This step is vital, for unless the producer of a series has a money tree at the bottom of his garden or
access to grants, producing a commercially viable product is almost impossible.

Once | had a commitment from sponsors, which of course had been tailored to fit my
originally prepared budget, | was ready to select my players. Friends who were experts
in television production, on learning of my very limited budget of less than $15,000,

f L laughed at my proposal of producing an 11 part series for that price. One said: “You'll be
lucky to produce one or two let alone 11,” he advised. The main reason for the budget

| limitation, was the severe downturn in the economic market, at the time. | realised very
| early that | was now placed with severe restrictions, so selecting my cohorts would

1| mean that there would be no Kate Blanchett or Brad Pitt in the High Time series.

After consideration | decided on a radical approach. Why not bring in cleanskins, youngsters who had never ever
been involved with a television program before. It sounded crazy enough to work. | discussed it with Col Tretheway

and as we are both totally mad, we mutually decided to go
down the slippery path and we did!

The result has been a rewarding experience for me personally.
Seeing the raw enthusiasm of a group of young people and
some oldies as well, daring to think that we could produce a
television series, made my heart sing. I've also been blessed by
making some great friendships, at best somewhat late in life but
nevertheless, High Time the first series, (yes, there may be a
second) has been a great exercise in trust, enthusiasm and hav-

ing fun.

The High Time Experience by Richard Lancaster, Producer/Director

THE TECHNICAL ASPECT OF PRODUCING ‘HIGH TIME’

To produce an 11 part TV Series in any sort of format would normally require a small army of writers, producers,

and technical people as well as other specialists. On the way, numerous obstacles in the form of regulations re-
garding the means of presentation, copyright and lots of minor issues would be thrown into the path of the produc-
er. So it was with a great deal of apprehension that | pondered the proposal from a friend to be ‘involved in a TV
Series’.

With only a vague storyline based on sponsorship from a handful of local businesses, actors who had no acting ex-
perience, and no support in the technical department, | dismissed the whole idea as foolhardy and risky.

However, after talking to the Head of Digital 31 (formally Briz 31) on presentation, rules and regulations, and reduc-
ing the original program length from one hour to half an hour, it seemed a possibility that a small team of dedicat-
ed individuals could make it work.

The Producer, Richard Lancaster, had sketched out a format which centred on a young couple beset with life’s
problems, an interview of famous or infamous people, a musical segment, and an entertainment review section
hosted by two presenters.

| agreed to participate, my wife, Joy, declared me insane, but promised to help where possible.

The first meeting held at my house was attended by a motley crew of would be TV Stars, Presenters and technical
people. A deadline was set and a rough program was laid out on the dining table.

A shooting schedule and venue for the presenters was arranged with a local real estate agent who allowed us ac-
cess to a new display unit in a seaside block of units.

Technical problems in the form of lighting and audio were overcome with improvisation and gaffer tape. Things
were proceeding adequately a month into the project, when disaster struck in the form of a jammed tape transport
mechanism in my Panasonic NVGS 400 camera which also coincided with a prearranged service of the Club’s Sony
HVR VIP Camera. We hastily acquired several single chip cameras of varying quality and managed several inter-
views and a small number of presenter segments. The quality of those segments was questionable and would, if
possible, be reshot when the Sony and the Panasonic cameras were back in commission. Using two cameras for
interviews created its own problems, namely, white balance and colour had to be matched, but with a motley col-
lection of different cameras, this was near to impossible and had to be cor- ;
rected in the editing process. Oh! For a big budget!!!

In the ensuing weeks, the ‘Bunnings’ lights were pensioned off and a Lowell
lighting kit, courtesy of QMM, was used with an immediate jump in picture

quality.

There were seven sponsor adverts of 30 seconds du-

ration and these proved to be reasonably straightfor- &=

ward to make, with Richard writing the scripts and Colin Tretheway, Darrel Nicol, Mike Pitcher, (Actor)
and Bob Adamson

using competent voice over people for the dialogue;

The compression function in Corel Pro X4 was used on several occasions to shorten the

voice over to comply with the 30 second restriction on sponsorship adverts.

Four finished episodes were required by Digital 31 prior to the broadcast of Episode 1, com-

plete with all the adverts to be used in the ensuing four week period.

Episode 1 was reviewed by the Station Manager to ensure that we didn’t infringe any
Broadcast and Copyright rules, and after payment of fees, we were in business!

Thanks must go to Stewart Gordon and Bob Adamson who helped with the filming, and to
Darrell Nicol for setting up lights, monitoring sound, and helping me in general. Before the
Episodes were given to Digital 31, Joy and | spent many hours playing back each Episode,
listening for unwanted noises and things that should not have been shown on the screen.

Some we could fix and others we could not. (Problems included filming in very confined
spaces, noise from lawn mowers, machinery, planes flying over and the odd person walking

through a scene!)

This television series went to air because of Richard Lancaster’s knowledge and vision. He

understands the television industry, and is a wonderful producer, director, and writer. |

have learned much from listening to Richard and | feel privileged to have taken part in this
exercise. Specifically, because of the people who took part in this television series, it proved
to be a great learning experience as well as a barrel full of fun!
